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SpaceX is targeting Thursday, September 12 for launch of AST SpaceMobhile's BlueBird 1-5 mission to orbit from
Space Launch Complex 40 (SLC-40) at Cape Canaveral Space Force Station in Florida. The four-hour window opens
at 4:52 a.m. ET. If needed, a backup launch opportunity is available on Friday, September 13 with a four-hour window
opening at &:4% a.m. ET.

This will be the 13th flight for the Falcon 9 first stage booster supporting this mission, which previously launched
Crew-6, 03b mPOWER, USSF-124, and nine Starlink missions. After stage separation, the first stage will land on
Landing Zone 1(L7-1) at Cape Canaveral Space Force Station.
